Beaver Creek Public Safety

Beaver Creek Public Safety is available 24 hours a day to assist guests and homeowners. Services provided are fire
and emergency medical response (always call 911 for emergencies), vehicle assists (jumpstarts, lockouts, towing, etc),
lost and found and parking. Homeowner services (vehicle passes, bar codes and dog licenses) are provided at the
Administrative Office in the Reception Center at the front entrance to Beaver Creek Resort. Please call (970) 754-5840
for hours of operation. Beaver Creek Resort Village Public Safety also staffs the main entrance gate to the resort,
located at Highway 6 and Avon Road, 24 hours a day. The Western entrance gate is located on Prater Road,

just off highway 6. Hours at this gate vary according to the season. For assistance, 24 hours a day, call Beaver Creek

Lodge Guest Parking

Upon arrival in the resort, guests of specific lodges will be advised of lodge parking locations. Within the resort it
is rarely necessary to use ones personal vehicle, due to the availability of complimentary shuttle service (for more
information on this service call (970) 949-1938 or refer to the transportation section of this guide).

Day Guest Public Parking
Highway 6 Day Lots - Day guest parking is located near the entrance to Beaver Creek Resort, at Prater
Road and Highway 6. Parking is free and a free shuttle runs throughout the day to transport guests
from the day lots to the core village area and ski mountain.

Village Public Parking - is located in underground garages in Ford Hall, entering from the

west off of village road by the Covered Bridge, and in Villa Montane, entering from the west

on Avondale just prior to the Market Square building. Parking in these garages may incur a

charge depending on the season and the time of day. Please check with Beaver Creek Public Safety first,
either by speaking to a front gate attendant or calling (970) 949-4911, before parking your vehicle

in these lots.

Accessible Parking at Beaver Creek Resort
There are several options available for utilizing Accessible Parking in Beaver Creek Resort.
Beaver Creek Chapel has Accessible Parking for Chapel use only.

The Villa Montane garage has underground full van accessible parking. All parking is
available at the normal village public parking rates (see above).

Ford Hall Public Parking has one short term (I/L) Accessible Parking Space just to the left of
the entrance to the parking structure.

Highway 6 Bear Lot has six reserved Accessible parking spots.

In order to provide the best
access for our guests with disabil-
ities, we ask that the accessible
spaces reserved within Beaver
Creek be used by wheelchair or
mobility disabled only. In order
to ensure equal access for every-
one a placard or license with the
international accessibility logo is
required to use this parking. Cars
not properly identified will be
towed. For more information
